	Land grabbing at family and community levels

	Better protection of land rights of widows, women and children.
	Traditional authorities, Legal aid providers, LC courts, Ministries of lands, local government and justice, all NGOs, churches, 
	· Women have land rights in customary tenure, same as men as trustees for the family
· Traditional institutions have a responsibility to protect land rights of vulnerable people at all times.

· The state (police) have the legal duty to arrest land rights abusers under the Land Act.

· The state should give the responsibility to protect land rights to traditional institutions and then hold them to account.
	· Debate on women’s land rights amongst members, women activists and development actors so as to iron (or agree to disagree) out the differences in conventional approach and LEMU’s approach.
· Understand land rights in customary tenure. (for north and east – distribute widely the PPRR (laws developed). This may also be critiqued for discrimination.

· For central and west, understand customary tenure by research and timelines and document land rights.

· Distribute the laws
· To many actors – courts, churches, NGOs, and agree a strategy of protecting land rights.

· Have workshops with the police. Enter into partnerships with other NGOs to monitor the use of the laws.

· Have workshops with traditional institutions to go over their judgments using their laws to 

· Have a national campaign against land grabbing. This strategy needs to be agreed with a wide range of stakeholders at the end of the above actions.
	· Women activists and actors accept that “ownership” of land means different things in different tenure systems. Principles, Practices, rights and responsibilities (PPRR) or Laws exist for customary land tenure in the whole country. Customary land rights are understood, accepted and respected.
· Police arrest land rights abusers

· Traditional institutions protect land rights of widows, divorced women, male children born out of marriage, unmarried girls.

· Uncles look after the land of their nephews and hand all of it to them.
